Don’t let your property be
taken due to tax debt

Bloomfield is planning a tax
sale on Oct. 14, 2010. If you
have past-due property taxes,
water charges or other out-
standing municipal liens for the
year 2009 or earlier, you must
pay off the debt to avoid having
your property sold at the tax
sale.

Here’s how a tax sale works.
When residents are behind on
taxes, the Township sells tax
liens at a public auction or tax
sale. Investors buy the liens for
a guaranteed rate of return if
and when the delinquent tax-
payer pays up. If the taxpayer
doesn’t pay, the investor can
ultimately take over the prop-
erty. A taxpayer who does pay
also incurs late payments and
interest, which are used by the
Township to pay off the
investors.

When Brian Sullivan’s elderly
mother had a stroke, there was
little he could do to provide
ongoing assistance since she
lived far away in Canada. It was
a great comfort to him know-
ing that local volunteers were
giving their all to help her. “I
wanted to do the same for
somebody else,” he said.

That was
eight years ago.
Ever since,
Brian has
served as a
Neighbor to
Neighbor
Network vol-
unteer, deliver-

ing food to Bloomfield families
and seniors in need through
the program developed by the
Township’s Health & Human
Services Department.

“The NTNN Coordinator
assigned me a job that fit my
schedule,” said Sullivan. It was
one hour a week in the
evening after work. “The peo-

ple I delivered food to were so
gracious and grateful. Many
times I was invited in for a
snack or coffee. I can’t think of
a better way to make a differ-
ence in one hour a week.”

If you’re a giver like Brian,
there are many ways to donate
your time to enhance the qual-
ity of life for Bloomfield sen-
iors and disabled people. Here
are a few:

• Recycle used motor oil at
at local service stations or
bring to Essex County waste
disposal days.

• When washing your car at
home, use nonphosphate deter-
gent and do it on your lawn. ✿

Planning a garage sale?
Here are the Township’s

guidelines for garage sales:
• Residents are allowed two

garage sales a year. After the
second sale, a $10 fee is applied.

• Sales cannot extend more
than two consecutive days.

• Signs cannot be posted off
the property and cannot
exceed 2x2 feet. Signs can be
posted up to one week before
the sale and must be removed
within 24 hours after the sale.

• If you are selling mattress-
es, bedsprings, cots, lounges or
sofas, they must be disinfected
and sterilized prior to the sale.

• Fines for violations are $25
to $100 or imprisonment of up
to 10 days for each violation.
